PRAYERS CROSS-TRAIN YOUR FAITH 
Sunday, June 7 is the Feast of the Holy Trinity.  What is 
the Feast of the Holy Trinity?  The Trinity is God the 
Father, God the Son, and God the Holy Spirit.  Why do 
we celebrate the Feast of the Holy Trinity on the Sun-
day after Pentecost? 
 

The Feast of the Holy Trinity follows Pentecost because 
it is only by the inspiration of the Third Person of the 
Trinity who arrives at Pentecost, and who leads us into all 
truth, that the mystery of the Trinity can be known.  To 
most of us, the Holy Spirit is the hardest of all to fully 
understand.  We first learn of the Holy Spirit during the 
Annunciation, early in the Gospel of Matthew.  We hear 
much about God in the Old Testament and Jesus in the 
New Testament.  There are only two references to the 
Spirit in the Old Testament (Isaiah 11:2 and Psalm 139:7-
10), though they are referred to only as the Spirit, not 
called the Holy Spirit. 
 

It is the Holy Spirit, who descends upon those gathered in 
the upper room on Pentecost Sunday and transforms all 
of those present in a way they could never have imag-
ined.  When they are filled with the Holy Spirit they be-
gin to evangelize without even realizing what they are 
doing.  God has given us Jesus, and Jesus has given us 
the Holy Spirit.  But the Holy Spirit has opened our eyes 
and our minds to everything God and Jesus have been 
telling us for centuries. 
 

Most of us do probably do not realize that we have been 
exposed to the Holy Trinity prior to the beginning of Je-
sus ministry, during his baptism by John the Baptist 
(Matthew 3:16-17) “After Jesus was baptized, he came 
up from the water and behold, the heavens were opened 
[for him], and he saw the Spirit of God descending like a 
dove [and] coming upon him.  And a voice came from 
the heavens, saying, “This is my beloved Son, with 
whom I am well pleased.”
