Today is Trinity Sunday.  What is 
Trinity Sunday?
Trinity Sunday is the moveable Catholic 
feast which is celebrated the Sunday af-
ter Pentecost Sunday. It is probably the 
hardest part of Catholicism for we Catho-
lics to understand.  The Nature of God is 
three different Persons – the Father, the 
Son, and the Holy Spirit.  They are each equally God and 
cannot be divided.

People have tried to explain this by using the analogy of 
water, which can be in three forms – liquid, solid and gas.  
It may sound like a possible way to explain the Holy Trini-
ty, but water cannot be in all three states at the same time.  
The Trinity is all three simultaneously – equally God and 
unable to be divided.  It is the belief that we as Catholics 
have accepted, though we cannot really understand it.  This 
is what FAITH is – being able to believe in something we 
cannot see, touch, smell, or taste, yet know it exists.

Every time we make the Sign of the Cross, we profess our 
belief – “In the Name of the Father, and of the Son and of 
the Holy Spirit, Amen.”

When we pray the Creed we do the same when we say, “I 
believe in God, the Father almighty, creator of heaven and 
earth.  I believe in Jesus Christ, his only Son, our Lord, 
who was conceived by the Holy Spirit and born of the vir-
gin Mary. . .”
