Dear Sisters and Brothers,

On Friday, June 24, the United States Supreme
Court overturned Roe vs Wade. No doubt this is a great
victory in the pro-life movement. We now find ourselves in
the beginnings of a “post-Roe” world. What will this world
look life? It is up to us to shape this world. Now our efforts
to build up and support a true culture of life needs to be re-
freshed and strengthened. Archbishop Perez stated this so
perfectly in his statement about this ruling:

In short, to be truly pro-
life means to recognize the presence of God in everyone and
to care for them accordingly.”

This is what it means to build a true culture of life
in the post-Roe world. This ruling is a reminder of our com-
mon obligation to support pregnant women and children in
need of our help. It means coming together, listening to
each other, and building a society where all life in all stages
is cared for and respected. Archbishop Perez also said, “I
have often said that we are a people of hope. It is my per-
sonal hope that we can all live and work peacefully, side-by
-side, to create a true culture of life in our Nation.” We are
a people of hope living in a time of hope! A time where,
God willing, abortion will be a past memory because all
will clearly see and experience the support, help, and under-
standing of a true culture of life and love!

This Monday, July 4, we celebrate Independence
Day. Pray for our nation and her leaders. Pray for those who
give of themselves to keep us safe and free. Pray that our
nation will be a beacon of light and hope for all the world.
Pray that the culture of life will fill this land and the entire
world!
